• “Recommendation” “Waitlist” “Friends” are inactive buttons only available 
for members    
 
Trailer 

 
• Watch trailer directly on the site 
• “iTunes” and “NETFLIX” buttons link users to new tab 
• “Seen”, “Save”, “React”, and “Share” buttons only available for members  
 
Signup 

 
• Prompt users to signup if they haven’t  
• Shows up when clicking “Seen”, “Save”, and “React” buttons

• Top right buttons remain static  
• Bottom left “Netflix” button takes user to a new tab 
• Other inactive buttons indicate service unavailable
